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	Drs. David Wink, Stefan Ambs, Perwez Hussain, Curtis Harris, Terry Moody, David Roberts, X.W. Wang, Lisa Ridnour and Howard Young were present.  Dr. Moody presented a schedule for the 2010 Redox Biology course.  Lectures will occur in Bldg. 50 on Tuesday afternoons from 4-6 p.m. on Oct. 5, Oct. 12, Oct. 19, Oct. 26, Nov. 2, Nov. 9 and Nov. 16.  

Dr. Wink proposed the development of a redox biology program in oxidative stress.  Redox inflammatory responses lead to poor outcomes in certain cancers.  A goal is to discover new agents reversing inflammatory responses e.g. activators of PP2A.  Redox mechanisms involved in immune response alter cancer metastasis.  NOS inhibitors delay tumor growth by prolonging the immune response in polarized Th1 cells.  A goal is to define new agents which increase the immune response and inhibit metastasis.  An interagency initiative will be developed for inflammation and tissue regeneration.  Areas of research include traumatic injury, selected agents, neurological disorders and cardiac function.  This will be discussed at future meetings.   

Dr. Wink proposed have a workshop on “Redox Biology in Inflammation and Cancer” in the Fall of 2010.  Proposed speakers include Dr. S Moncada, M. Karin and T. Billier.  This will be developed at future meetings.
